KEEP IN TOUCH WITH YOUR PARISH OFFICE

Are you new to the area? Are you a registered member of
the parish?? Are you moving???

If you have recently moved into the area and have not yet
registered in the parish, we encourage you to become a
registered member. You may do so in a variety of ways:
you can ask an usher for a registration packet after Mass;
by stopping by or calling the Parish Office to obtain a
registration packet. Once registered, you will receive
quarterly mailing of parish offertory envelopes.

The use of an Offertory envelope helps us to track Mass
attendance which affects your status as an active or
inactive parishioner. Mass attendance, not the content
the offertory envelopeis reviewed twice a year and a
letter is sent to those who have not used their envelopes
in a specified time period.

It is necessary to be an ACTIVE, REGISTERED
member of the parish in order to obtain Sponsor Letters
which are needed to act as Godparents for Baptism or
Sponsors for Confirmation. Sponsor letters cannot be
given to those considered inactive (or not registered).
We also ask that anyone seeking to be married in our
church or to baptize a child be registered in the parish.

If you are moving out of the parish, please contact the
office around the time of your move so we may change
our records accordingly and avoid sending you envelopes
you don’t need.
